Week 3- God Frees Us From the Devil’s Grip
Characters: Artist, Narrator   Props: Sticks of Gum Wrappers (w/out Gum), Forked Tail on Narrator
Narrator: Hey, would you like a stick of gum?
Artist: Sure. Oh, Spearmint. That is my favorite flavor! Thanks.
Narrator: (Turns to show audience the tail.) Be my guest!
Artist: Oh! You fooled me again. Why do you always do that?
Narrator: Would you like to buy a used car? My mother only drove it to church each Sunday.
Artist: Why would I believe you about anything? You should spend a little more time in church yourself. YOU are the reason God gave us the eighth commandment. DO NOT GIVE FALSE WITNESS.
Narrator: I was only having a little fun with you. Did you hear the one about Jesus when he suckered the Devil?
Artist: No, tell it to me. I will draw it for people.
Narrator: Well, it begins when the Devil tempts Jesus in the Wilderness. What does he promise to give Jesus if Jesus would bow down and worship him?
Artist: He promises the world and all its kingdoms. (Artist draws a throne and a crown).
Narrator: Think about it. Who does the world and all the kingdoms belong to? Wasn’t the devil trying to sell something he didn’t own?
Artist: (Erases drawing.) Kind of like you trying to sell me your mother’s car?
Narrator: Well the Devil almost got the world away from God. He knew Jesus was God’s Son- Wouldn’t he try to find a way to snuff out the Son of God to inherit the world?
Artist: (Draws moneybags.) So he thought he got quite a bargain. The world for only 30 pieces of silver. What happened?
Narrator: Jesus died and descended into hell. (Artist draws flames.) The devil knew he had God’s Son in his corner.
Artist: But doesn’t God raise Jesus on the third day? (Draws arrow.)
Narrator: Not until Jesus plants God’s Banner of Love and rescues sinners from Hell.
Artist: So God fools the great deceiver Satan. 
Narrator: And we get to celebrate the great victory. His resurrection gives us power over Satan today. In fact, there is one word which Satan hates.
Artist: I see where you are going. I will write the name here (writes JESUS).
Let’s all say it together:  JESUS! Take that Satan!









Skit 4: Jesus’ Victory Over Death, Sin, and the Devil
Characters: EcoNews Reporter, Artist    Props: Ransom Note, Money Bags, Ice Cube, Bible

Reporter: Here we are at the South Pole. Let us look for the Penguin hiding behind this iceberg. (Shows Ice Cube)
Artist: You call that an Iceberg? Look at this- This is an iceberg! It is big enough to sink a ship. (Shows picture of Iceberg and Titanic as it sinks.)
Reporter: Haven’t you heard? Here it is in Romans 8:19. “The whole creation waits with anxious longing for the revealing on God’s angels.” You think it was just us humans who ‘fell from grace’ in the Garden of Eden? The whole earth is out of synch. We need to have the balance restored.
Artist: So I see God is proud to be our Creator God. The earth is full of his glory, only the glory is in jeopardy because we have goofed it up. 
Reporter: So God sent us Jesus. We all think it was only for us humans, to save us from sin. But really it was the whole creation who benefits.

Skit 5: Jesus- Our knight in shining armor!
Characters: Movie Director, Actor
Props: Fake Sword, paper for script
MD: Good Morning. Thanks for coming in today. Have you read the script for our new movie, “Super Knight!”?
A: Sure, I read it. I’m ready! (Pulls out sword). I really like the sword play! Take that you knave! (thrusts fake sword).
MD: Well, it’s not really about that. It is about honor.

Characters: Chief Accountant, Person in Arrears
Props: Tally Sheet
CA: Thank you for coming in. I noticed that you missed our appointments last week.
P: Well, you see I really don’t have an excuse. I’m a little nervous coming in here.
CA: Do you know your balance on account?
P: Well, I am paying you every month, aren’t I?
CA: That is just it. What you are paying doesn’t even cover your new purchases.
